Electives Program Prerequisites, After-Camp Requirements, and Special Notes: 
 
Backpacking  

Note: if you already own a backpack, bring it, and any other backpacking gear you have, to 
camp. If you don’t yet own a backpack, you might want to wait until after camp to buy one, 
but borrow one to bring to camp. 
 
Prerequisite 
 
Requirement 1. Develop a personal exercise plan and follow it for at least three months, 
exercising at least three times a week. Set your goals with backpacking in mind and write 
them down. Keep a daily diary. 
 
Bring your diary to camp 
 
 
After-Camp Requirements 
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Requirement 6.Three treks  

a. Participate in three different treks of at least three days and two nights each, covering at 
least 15 miles in distance each.  
b. Plan and lead a backpacking trek (can be one of the treks in (a) above) with at least five 
people for at least two days. This group can be your crew, another crew, a Boy Scout 
group, or another youth group.  
c. Plan the menu for this trek using commercially prepared backpacking foods for at least 
one meal.  
d. Check for any permits needed and prepare a trip plan to be left with your family. Have an 
emergency contact number.  
e. Using the map you used to chart your course, brief the crew you are leading on your trip 
plan.  
f. Lead a shakedown for those you are leading.  
 

Cave Exploration  
Prerequisites  
 
Requirement 1.  
a. Write the National Speleological Society (NSS) to request information about caving and 
information about caves and cavers near you.  
 
Bring the information they send you to camp 
 
d. Read at least one book about caving. 
 
Prepare an outline of the book and bring it to camp. Be prepared to discuss it. 
 
 
After-Camp Requirements 
 
Requirement 6c. Help make a first aid kit for your crew or group and demonstrate that you 
can keep it up. 
Requirement 8. Find a cave you would like to visit; get permission to enter it; make a trip 
plan including cave location, a list of participants, expected time in the cave, expected date 
and time of return, and an emergency contact; and then go in the cave, led by a qualified 
caver. 
 

Cycling/Mountain 
Biking 

 
Note: if you plan to work on this elective, you will need to bring your own bicycle/mountain 
bike to camp. 
 
Prerequisites 
 
Requirement 5a. Buy or build a bike tool and repair kit 
 
Bring your tool and repair kit to camp 
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After-Camp Requirements 
 
Requirement 4b. Make and keep a personal biking journal and record information on at 
least three tours or trips. 
 
Note: bring your journal to begin during camp 

Requirement 7. Cycling trips  

a. Take at least eight separate cycling tours 20 miles in length or eight separate mountain 
biking treks 10 miles in length. Note: you will do 1 trip during camp 

b. Keep a personal journal of your eight trips, noting routes covered, weather conditions, 
sketches, maps, and sights seen. Also note significant things along the trails such as trail 
markers, downhills, climbs, rocks, drops, log hops, and portages.  

Requirement 8. In addition to the tours and treks in 7, plan and do a two-day cycling tour 
50 miles in length or mountain bike trek 40 miles in length. Your trip plan should include 
routes, food, proper clothing, and safety considerations. Record in your journal.

Requirement 2a. Help build a crew or family first aid kit.

Shooting Sports  
For requirement 2, we will only be offering options c, d, f, and g: archery, muzzle-loading 
rifle, and shotgun, small bore rifle. There will be a $10 ammunition fee. 
 
All requirements will be completed at camp. 

Watercraft  
Note: where there is a choice of requirements (5, 6, or 7), we will only be offering option 5 
(paddle craft – canoe). 
 
Prerequisites 
 
Requirement 2. Complete a basic boating safety course provided by the U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary, 
U.S. Power Squadrons, US Sailing, American Red Cross, or your state's boating law administrator.
